Lower Lodge Renovated.

     This past summer, while the summer 

camp program was in full swing, activity 

at the Lower Lodge was quietly upgrading 

the building and preparing for improved 

year-round lodging.  Although work 

ceased when the mini-campers arrived 

and for the occasional weekend group, 

volunteers worked around the 

interruptions.   

     The result is a refurbished lodge that 

has new floors, improved bunk rooms, 

better heating, more accommodating 

bathrooms, and a fresh new look. 

        The refreshed lodge was rededicated 

and initiated recently when the Joint Camp 

and Conference Committee honored the 

group of volunteers whose dedication helped 

make the ñnewò look possible.   

     The Lower Lodge serves as our 

primary youth facility with two dormitory 

style rooms with 20 beds.  The large 

bathrooms have been refurbished and improved. 

     The  kitchen provides a stove, refrigerator, dishwasher, dishes and utensils so that 

groups can make their own meals, if they choose.  They can also select from a variety 

of meals that are prepared by the camp staff.  The good size dining room as well as 

the fireplace room offer comfortable meeting areas for all ages. Just outside the lodge 

is a large pavilion with a covered fireplace equipped for cooking.

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Adult Lodging arrives at Krislund 

 It has been a while in coming, but the Krislund Joint Camp and Conference Committee has not been idle in 

the past couple of years.  The members felt the same disappointment that many throughout our presbyteries felt 

when they learned the planned adult lodge proved to be much more costly than anticipated and required expensive 

infrastructure changes that made the initial plan prohibitive. It has taken much consideration, many difficult choices, 

and a great deal of cooperative work to reconfigure the 

adult lodging needed to take the camp forward.   

 Now, with the difficult tasks behind us, the hard 

and exciting work of bringing adult lodging to the Retreat 

Center (RC) area of Krislund is in progress.  The first step 

was to lay the long erosion barrier along the driveway that 

runs in front of the RC. This was necessary before the top 

soil could be removed.  Then excavation began to develop 

20 sites for the log cabins that will begin arriving soon. 

The deep water gardens (left) were required by the 

Department of Environmental Protection to prevent any 

damage to the quality of the 

stream that runs through the 

camp. 

   Once the utility lines are put in 

and the sites leveled, the 20 

cabins will begin to arrive.  The 

first cabin is already on site. 

    It is no small feat to get the 

cabins across the bridge but the   

tests were completed to make 

certain the bridge would hold the truck pulling the cabin.  If the weather 

permits, most of the cabins will arrive in the next couple of months. Turn 

the page for views and descriptions of the cabins that will provide warm 

and comfortable private rooms for guests year around.

 Each cabin has two double beds in a room 

large enough to accommodate a comfortable chair 

and a place to study or write.  The bathroom is fur-

nished with a shower, commode, and sink and will 

provide privacy for all guests.  Cabins also have 

both heat and air conditioning. 

 If you would like to ñAdopt a Cabinò by pay-

ing for those things that are needed to make it a 

comfortable, cozy, and convenient place to retreat 

and work, you are invited to do so.  Each cabin 

needs curtains, furniture, towel racks, shower cur-

tains,  a book case, clothes pegs, and comfortable 

chairs for the front porch.  The camp staff has esti-

mated that furnishings for each cabin will cost ap-

proximately $930.   

 Each adoption will be declared on a small 

plaque in the cabin.  If you would like to honor and 

memorialize anyone in this way, you may also do 

so.
